Teachers will monitor the academic progress of Pupils with SEND and discuss addikional
suPPorE or provision with the SENCO as soon as Possible, The school accepks a vo,rietg of farmo,hve assessmenk and feedbo,ck methods, eg.
H\rough quizzes and other dlgital bools from teachers, and will supporl them with lmplemenhng these measures for remole education where

pcssible.




Additional support for pupils with particular needs

How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support
from adults at home to access remote education?

We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and
disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at
home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents
and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:

Teachers will ligise with the SENCO and other relevant co”eagues fo ensure all Pupils remain fullg suppcrted for the Perlcd of remote educakion.
The SENCO will arrange additional supporl for Pupils with SEND which will be unique fo the individual's needs, eg. via weeHH Phone ca”s,
individual sessions relahng to their IEP and EHCP Eargets.
